Dear Senator Pangelinan:

As your constituent, I feel duty-bound to inform you that I find your rhetoric on the issue
of Guam Resource Recovery Partners’ (GRRP) landfill project at Guatali, Lot 439-R1,
factually misleading.

I am compelled to write you about your actions and hope that you will agree to work
more productively with GRRP in solving Guam’s solid waste management problem.

You have misled the mayor of Santa Rita, who has become your surrogate in spewing
misinformation about GRRP’s efforts to address the solid waste management crisis. For
you to engage others who do not understand the full scope of the issue, which you do;
and to give them part of the truth and facts to elicit emotions and reactions that you know
will create more doubt and chaos on this issue, is unconscionable of an elected official.

Further, you take the facts and the truth, and create for dramatic effect, scenarios that
scare people like your recent statements in the media claiming “the Guatali landfill will
be in the bedrooms of people who live in the vicinity”. Your intent apparently is to put
fear of the unknown in the minds of our people. That is manipulative and seemingly
sinister of you. The area where the landfill will be located is close to 3,500 feet away
from where the homes are located near the access road where it comes off Route 17.

GRRP knows there are people who do not agree with the landfill being built there for one
reason or another, but GRRP is working with most of those individuals to resolve their
concerns as GRRP intends to be a resourceful, productive member of the community.

Though you are an intelligent person, your unwavering blind opposition and vindictive
tactics against GRRP and its efforts to provide a remedy to solve the solid waste problem,
indicates you are not concerned with helping our people.

GRRP has a solution to the solid waste crisis and they are ready to perform. GRRP has
met with many organizations, community leaders and residents to explain their landfill
and waste-to-energy projects, respectively. They have indicated in many public forums;
in the press; and with the broadcast media that they are ready to build the landfill at
Guatali. They have the financing and the expertise.
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Waste-To-Energy

GRRP is ready to build the waste-to-energy plant also close to the landfill in Guatali or at
an appropriate site in central or northen Guam. The waste-to-energy plant will reduce
the volume of solid waste that is not recyclable, and covert that solid waste into
electricity to give back to the people of Guam. By reducing the volume of solid waste by
90% of its original volume, we use less land for a longer period, than if we were to
deposit raw solid waste into the landfill. The ash by-product from the waste-to-energy
plant can also be used in road construction, so even less ash will be moved to the landfill.

You have denigrated this waste-to-energy project by telling people that it will spew toxic
fumes into the atmosphere, and that the project requires guarantees in the contract that
will cost the people of Guam a lot of money.

You have also stated that GRRP is only interested in making money for itself at a
tremendous expense to the people of Guam.

Yet you do not present any evidence to support these claims which all have been disputed
by GRRP in its presentations at many forums and in the media. This is irresponsible on
your part as an elected official. The people of Guam deserve to know the truth and you
as an elected official have that trust of the people to tell them the truth and do what is
right for the common good. :

In fact, back in November 2007, the GRRP-GovGuam waste-to-energy contract terms
and conditions were reviewed by Stone & Webster Management Consultants, Inc., who
are part of the Shaw Group, on behalf of the Department of Public Works. They
concluded the contract was fairly typical of waste-to-energy project between municipal
governments and contractors. No “sweetheart™ deal as vou have claimed.

For your information, recent news reports document the global crisis affecting the
commodities markets for recyclable waste products, and the inability of local
governments and private waste facilities to dispose of the stockpiled recyclables, which
are causing concern over public health. Such items include combustibles such as used
tires and cardboard, which can be incinerated in the waste-to-energy plant if such items
can not be moved off-island to recycling facilities, because of cost-prohibitive
transportation charges.

Used tires have been found to be breeding grounds for mosquitoes carrying dengue fever
in some parts of Micronesia. We have huge stockpiles of used tires here in Guam that
must be disposed of properly. A waste-to-energy plant would solve that problem.

Lot 439-R1, Guatali B — Landfill Only

Senator, I challenge you to tell the truth and cite the facts correctly, when making
statements about your position on this issue. I say this because you recently asked the
Attorney General’s office to comment on two issues concerning GRRP’s license with the
